1. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
There is no unfinished business.
2. WILD NE AND OTHER PROGRAMS
Wanahoo Wetland Restoration - Ducks Unlimited plans to finish the survey on the
Wanahoo Wetland area this Spring. They mentioned the start of construction this Fall.
We hope to burn this area this Spring. After the burn and the cattails emerge, we may do
a herbicide treatment on the area. This may reduce the vegetation load when digging out
the wetland.
3. OPERATION & MAINTENANCE & OTHER ITEMS
The O & M crew continues to cut & treat trees on all of our properties. We have
packaged and delivered trees and started planting.
We have 12 sites to plant.
3.A. Wanahoo Stilling Basin - (FEMA)
M.E. Collins finished the grading, clean up and seeding below the Wanahoo dam.
We had a final walk through with Collins, Houston Engineering and NRD staff on
Thursday, April 13.
A final pay application #05 worth $34,888.23 will be made to M.E. Collins
(attached).
A final invoice from Houston was received for $2,130.59. The total contract fee was
$164,440.00, we used $134,592.82. Summary attached.
We can now file and report all our expenses for the Wanahoo Dam repair to
FEMA/NEMA.
3.B. Wanahoo Relief Well Reconditioning
Bids from Well Drillers for the reconditioning of 22 relief wells on the Wanahoo
dam over the next three years were due Wednesday, April 26th at 4:00 pm. We
received one bid from Rieschick Drilling Co. of Falls City, (attached). The bid for
2023 for 10 wells is $105,600, the bid for 2024 for 7 wells is $87,348, and 2025 for
5 wells is $72,893. The three-year total is $265,841.00.

We received an invoice from Olsson for Geotechnical Exploration for $1,323.00 as
part of our Dam Instrumentation Monitoring.

3.C. Rehabilatation of Cottonwood 21-A NRCS Contract
The agreement to create a Supplemental Watershed Plan - Environmental
Assessment for Cottonwood 21-A flood control dam has been approved and is fully
executed within ezFedGrants.
The District is currently advertising for RFP's from engineering firms. RFP requests
have been sent to engineering firms and are due Friday, May 19 at 4:00 pm.and will
be presented at the June 1st Operations Committee meeting.



3.D. FEMA Funding for Equipment
We received news that FEMA has approved our request to purchase equipment
using the Dan Wolfe Jetty funding that wasn't used for lack of a sponsor. The
equipment for purchase is for use on our project sites that were damaged by the
2019 flood. Funding may be at a 95% cost-share rate.
Equipment on the list: JD 6155 M tractor, JD FC15R Flex wing mower, Ford F-350
chassis 4 x4 SD Super Cab pick-up, Circle D SD flat bed, Klute Dump trailer,
Generator, Mule 4010 w/ accessories purchased, Stihl Chainsaws (2) purchased,
Bobcat T771 ordered, Stihl pole saw purchased, JD 1550 mower ordered, Klute
single axle trailer, Land Pride grading scraper, Land Pride box scraper purchase.

3.E.Wanahoo Hay Bids
We are asking for bids to hay approximately 124 acres of Wanahoo property. Bids
are due May 4 for approval at the May 8th Board meeting.
Bids were received from 7 individuals and opened on May 5. The list of bidders and
their bids are attached. The high bids are underlined.

LAKE WANAHOO

5.A. Lake Wanahoo Weir Buoy Repair
During the week of April 10th, Heimann noticed that the central buoy at the
labyrinth weir had shifted to the west. After investigation, the east anchor line in the
lake had broken. At that point, Heimann ordered new buoys for the west line as they
were worn and sinking and was in the process of ordering new cable for the anchor
lines. On Sunday, April 16th, there were high winds out of the northwest. The stress
on the remaining cables was too much and the west anchor cable broke, sending
several buoys into the weir and breaking the west buoy cable.

New buoys and cable have been purchased and delivered. Staff has begun building
the new cable sections. We are also trying to convert the coordinates of the concrete
anchors from the original Wanahoo plans and contact a diver to connect the cables.

Current costs are as follows:
11 buoys from Worthington Waterway Barriers - $3,089.76 (attached)
815' - 1/2" galvanized cable from Ed's Wire and Rigging - $1,450.31

We will be able to repair the damage as soon as we find a diver. In the meantime,
staff have installed warning signs at the boat ramp saying that the area near the
overflow is dangerous and that they should stay back 50 feet.

algorithms, formulae, processes, techniques, systems and improvements; and (vii) all notes, analyses, compilations, studies,
interpretations or other documents prepared by the Receiving Party that contain, reflect or are based upon, in whole or in
part, information furnished by or on behalf of Disclosing Party.

Each
Party consents and agrees that the Receiving Party may disclose and discuss the Disclosing Party’s Confidential Information
with third parties who have executed a similar non-disclosure agreement.

e. Rights to Confidential Information. Disclosing Party is entitled to protect, and Receiving Party shall develop no
rights in, the Confidential Information disclosed by the Disclosing Party. Receiving Party explicitly agrees that all Confidential



Information disclosed is being received subject to Disclosing Party’s rights as an owner, licensee, possessor or controller of
the Confidential Information and, further, subject to all relevant intellectual and/or proprietary property rights of Disclosing
Party, including the relevant laws governing patents, trademarks, copyrights, trade secrets and unfair competition. Nothing
in this Agreement shall be construed as granting or conferring upon Receiving Party or any Representative, expressly,
impliedly, or otherwise, any license or other right under any patents, trademarks or other intellectual and/or proprietary
rights which Disclosing Party or any of its Affiliates now owns or may acquire after this Agreement takes effect.

f. Nondisparagement. redthread agrees to not make any voluntary statement, or make any untrue statement which
foreseeably will, harm or damage the reputation of Client or its successors, affiliates, assigns, officers, directors,
shareholders, members, agents or employees.

8. Indemnification. Client shall release, defend, indemnify, and hold redthread and its parent, affiliates, subsidiaries,
officers, directors, agents, owners, employees, trustees, successors, and assigns harmless with respect to any claims,
actions, causes of action, damages, fines, expenses, court costs, attorney fees, damages or judgments suffered by redthread
or its agents, resulting from or attributable to any breach of Client’s or its agent’s responsibilities under this Agreement, any
breach of the representations and warranties herein, willful misconduct, and all negligent acts or omissions of Client or its
agents. redthread shall release, defend, indemnify, and hold Client and its parent, affiliates, subsidiaries, officers, directors,
agents, owners, employees, trustees, successors, and assigns harmless with respect to any claims, actions, causes of action,
damages, fines, expenses, court costs, attorney fees, damages or judgments suffered by Client or its agents, resulting from
or attributable to any breach of redthread’s or its agent’s responsibilities under this Agreement, any breach of the
representations and warranties herein, willful misconduct, and all negligent acts or omissions of redthread or its agents.

9. Limitation on Liability. In no event will redthread be liable to Client or to any third party for any loss of use,
revenue, profit or loss of data or for any consequential, incidental, indirect, exemplary, special or punitive damages whether
arising out of breach of contract, tort (including negligence), or otherwise, regardless of whether such damage was
foreseeable and whether redthread has been advised of the possibility of such damages.

Provisions of this Agreement, which by their nature should apply beyond their terms, will remain in force
after any termination or expiration of this Agreement, including without limitation Section 6, Section 7, Section 8, Section 9,
and Section 21.

emka’s Safe Drinking Water Act requires
whtM systems to implement an on-going
cross connection control program. An
important part of this program is public
education. It is believed that a well-
informed public will be more aware of the
possibility of cross connections within their
property and will take reasonable and
sensible precautions to avoid creating cross
connections on their property. This
brochure is intended to explain what a cross
connection is, what causes it, what some of
the consequences can be, and how it can be
prevented.

What is a cross connection?

A cross connection occurs whenever
there is an actual or potential physical
connection between the public drinking
water system and any possible source of
contamination.

Sources of contamination can include
both high hazard materials, which can cause
illness or death, and low or non-hazardous
materials which are mainly just a nuisance
and can cause the water to look, taste or
smell unpleasant. Although the high
hazards are the primary concern in a cross
connection control program, your water
utility strives to provide both safe and good
quality water to its customers. Whenever
there is a loss of pressure in the public water
supply, these cross connections can allow
unsafe substances to enter the public water

supply.

What causes cross connections?

Cross connections can be caused by
both permanent and temporary “piping”.
An example of a cross connection being
permanently piped in is the drain on a water
softener. Many times these discharge lines
are connected directly to the sewer line
without any type of protection. Hot tub

and whirlpool fill pipes and swimming pool
and boiler make-up lines are other examples
of permanently piped cross connections.
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The most common example of a
temporary piped cross connection is the
common garden hose. It is estimated that
90% of all cross connections are caused by
the inappropriate use of garden hoses.
Garden hoses are frequently used to apply
fertilizer and pesticides to lawns and
gardens.  They are also used to fill

swimming pools, wash cars, and
in rural areas, o they are
often used to fill stock
tanks for watering
cattle, horses, and
other livestock.
Other temporary

piping cross connections occur when hoses
are used to fill waterbeds or are connected
to utility sinks to fill wash tubs or mop
buckets.

What are the consequences of cross
connections?

The consequences of cross connections
can range from something as simple as
“dirty water” to something as severe as
serious illness or even death. There are
many recorded instances of non-hazardous
contamination of public water supplies
caused by cross connections. In one case, a
line used for cleaning a distilling vat in a
wine bottling company was left open, and
an entire vat of wine flowed back into the

public water system. Although this was not
a health hazard, and most of the customers
liked the water they drank, this cross
connection could have had far deadlier
results if it had been something other than
wine in the vat.

There are  many
instances recorded
where people have
been made seriously il
or even died due to
Cross connections.

There have been cases where dysentery,
diarrhea, hepatitis and even polio have been
contracted as a direct result of a cross
connection.

How can cross connections be
prevented?

The best way to prevent cross
connections is for each customer to
examine the plumbing on their premises and
look for any permanent or temporary piped
cross connections. Any time there is the
possibility of a cross connection between
the water supply and any hazardous or
unknown substance, there should be an air
gap between the faucet and the questionable
use.

In cases where this is not possible, as
with a garden hose, a proper backflow
prevention device or assembly should be
installed on the supply faucet. This will
protect both the public water supply and the
inhabitants ~ of the building from
contamination.

In situations where extremely high
hazards exist in a building or location, it is
sometimes necessary to contain that entire
system from the public water supply with a
backflow preventer to protect the public water
supply from the substances being used on that
site.

Your local water supplier, in compliance with the Safe Drinking
Water Act of 1974 and the amendment to the Safe Drinking Water
Act of 1986, enacted an ordinance which provides for a program
preventing backflow and backsiphonage into the public water supply
system.

WHAT IS A CROSS-CONNECTION?

A plumbing cross-connection is defined as a connection between a
public water supply and a source of contamination or pollution. In
other words, a cross-connection makes it possible for contaminating
material to enter into the drinking water supply when the pressure of
the polluted source is greater than the pressure of the water supply.
This can result in either a backsiphonage or backflow (a reversal in
the normal direction of water flow).

EXAMPLE

In August, 1978, a professional exterminator was treating a church
located in a small town in South Carolina for termites. The highly
toxic insecticide, chlordane, was being mixed with water in small
buckets. Garden hoses were left submerged in the buckets while the
mixing was being accomplished. At the same time, workers came by
to disconnect the parsonage water line from the church to install a
separate water meter for the parsonage. In the process, the water was
shut off in the area of the church building. As the remaining water in
the lines was used by residents in the area, the church experienced a
negative pressure. The chlordane was quickly siphoned into the water
lines within the church and became mixed with the Kool-Aid being
prepared by women for the vacation bible school. Approximately a
dozen children and three adults experienced dizziness and nausea.
Fortunately, none required hospitalization.

Hopefully, your local water system will never have a backflow problem
that could endanger the welfare of its citizens. However, because
potential backflow problems exist, it is important for YOUR HEALTH
