6.A.3.a. Directors Absence

6.A.3.b. Monthly Education Program

6.A.3.c. FEMA Reimbursement Payment Received
Last week we received confirmation of the deposit of $2,497,729.59 from 
FEMA for reimbursement of our 2019 damages below our Wanahoo 
structure.  An additional $131,459.45 is expected to closeout this work 
which will complete our 100% cost-share reimbursement. Discussion is 
requested on the short term and long term placement of these funds.  I have 
contacted local banks as an option along with Nebraska CLASS for 
potential investment locations for this lump some of funds.

6.A.3.d. New Office Update
A Pre-Bid meeting was held on Thursday Feb. 22nd and was very well 



attended.  As of Wednesday, 2-28 there have been 10 contractors picking up 
designs documents for bid along with multiple sub-contractors so there 
appears to be significant interest in bidding the project.  All bids are due by 
2:00 pm on Thursday March 7th with a formal bid opening to take place at 
that time in the LPNNRD board room.

6.A.3.e. Wahoo Creek JEDI Funding Update
I received a call from Jesse Bradley with DNR last week informing me he 
and his staff has met with the Governor's office regarding LB 1412.  Jesse 
stated the intent. is now to leave $15 million in the JEDI fund for this year 
and an amendment to put $10 million in JEDI next year.  This amount will 
leave a total of $25 million to cover all current contracts (including our 
$19.66 million)
 

6.A.3.f. Wahoo Creek Watershed Update
Staff and Danielle Allen with Olsson have been working to finalize our 
easements for sites 26A, 26B and 27.  We have reached agreements with all 
landowners/parcels except for one.  Staff will inform the committee of the 
final situation we are facing and potential next step.  We are planning to be 
ready for a motion at the March 11th board meeting to proceed to closing on 
all sites where agreements have been reached.

6.A.3.g. New Highway 77/92 Roundabout Progress
Heimann and Gottschalk have met with John Peterson at JEO and he has 
nearly finished designs for the filters needed to mitigate the utilities 
currently running through our Wanahoo dam.  Nebraska DOT has approved 
our mitigation work to be included as a change order to their larger 
construction contract allowing us to utilize their contracted unit costs.  I will 
be meeting with Windstream and the City of Wahoo in the next couple 
weeks to share the plans and discuss estimated cost.

6.B. Operations Committee - Action as Required

6.B.1. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
There is no unfinished business to consider.

6.B.2. WILD NE AND OTHER PROGRAMS
The wetland restoration area on the Wanahoo property was burned off on 
Wednesday, February 21. The Ducks Unlimited contractor, Pruss Excavating, 
started excavating the site on Wednesday, February 28th. They estimate 3 weeks 
of work.
We are also working with M.E. Collins on where they will store the excavated 
dirt from the cat paws and restoring the soil borrow area to as natural as it was 
prior to taking the dirt.

6.B.3. OPERATION & MAINTENANCE & OTHER ITEMS
The O & M crew has done maintenance of vehicles, tractors, and other 
equipment. Assisted with the prescribed burn and cut trees from the cat paw 
areas for dirt excavation.
6.B.3.a. Rehabilitation of Cottonwood 21-A, NRCS & HDR

Hazard Engineering organized seven Geotech borings on the neighboring 
properties at Cottonwood 21-A on February 26 -27th. The borings are in the 



areas where a potential redeveloped auxiliary spillway could be placed. The 
two landowners were notified by Heimann via letter and phone.
HDR is tentatively planning a 60% plan meeting in early March. 

6.B.3.b. Intersection Hwy 77 & 109 Round-About
John Peterson of JEO has developed a plan for diaphragm/filter systems 
around the utilities through the dam. He forwarded his plan to NDNR Dam 
Safety for comments and approval. When approved, it will be forwarded to 
NDOT for their review and added to the project plans. The plans will be 
passed on to the contractor and a change order will be processed.
The District is asking Windstream to cover this cost since the District has 
covered the engineering & design. The estimated start date for construction 
is early May.

6.B.3.c. FEMA/NEMA Flood Damaged Projects Update
On February 16th we received $2,521,156.26 which closes out the Clear 
Creek Fuse Plug in the National Guard Camp and the Wanahoo Stilling 
Basin & Apron Floor. Rawhide Ditch 8 was closed in March 2022. The only 
amount yet to be received is NEMA's share, $2,386.97, on the Wanahoo 
Breakwater. (Financial spreadsheet attached)
The District was also notified by the Dept. of Economic Development that 
we will be receiving a $14,984.62 CDBG grant for the Rawhide Ditch 8 
project. This amount covers 100% of the cost to repair that project. We are 
also waiting on CDBG grants for the other three projects. 

6.B.3.d. Wanahoo Stilling Basin
The two-year warranty on Valley Corp's work on the Wanahoo Stilling 
Basin is up April 20th. Houston Engineering is organizing an on-site 
meeting with Valley Corp in March. The warranty will be extended so that a 
diver can inspect the underwater components in warmer conditions.

6.B.3.e. Equipment For Sale
The District's JD 4450 is open for bids until Friday, March 8 at noon. We 
have a 2007 Dodge 3/4 ton pick-up for sale at $12,500 but, we received an 
offer of $11,500 and accepted the offer. We had Sanderson Auctioneering 
sell our government-made triple axle trailer for $3,525.

6.C. Water Committee - Action as Required

6.C.1. UNFINISHED BUSINESS
The following item was referred back to Water Committee from the Board 
meeting on February 12, 2024 for further discussion.

Discussion and possible action on allocation overage.  A producer in SQS #2 
water use was 17.28 inches in 2022 and 11.53 inches in 2023.  The 2-year total 
would be 28.81 inches for the 3-year rolling allocation.  

The committee discussed the option of deducting the 6-inch penalty and the 



consequences.  A motion at the December Board Meeting increased the 
allocation to 30 inches over 3 years. The Committee felt that if this producer is 
allowed to go to 30 inches, a requirement for soil moisture sensors is required 
and, if possible, work with the local extension on irrigation management.  Staff 
will also investigate if the flow meter is working correctly and visit the 
producer.  

The staff visited the producer about the situation.  He questioned the reading 
that was entered in 2021.  The staff looked into the reading and discovered that 
the reading was potentially entered incorrectly.  With the number entered 
correctly, the site will have 7.7 acres/ inches for 2024 on the site.  The producer 
did get his meter re-calibrated and found it was within the 2% allowance.

6.C.2.a. GROUND WATER MANAGEMENT AREA

6.C.2.a.1. Variance Request in the Hydrologically Connected Area 
(Limited Development Area)
Lee Comenzind owns a parcel of land in the NE1/4 S22-18N-R8E, 
Dodge County, located in LPNNRD.   The well G-064422 is located in 
the NW S23-18N-8E, Dodge County, located in LENRD also owned by 
Lee.  Keith Johnson wants to swing the pivot completely around on 
both tracts, as shown by the map.  LENRD has just completed its 
ranking process on variances for adding additional acres where the tract 
of land in LPNNRD qualified to be approved from the well located in 
LENRD.
Attached is LENRD ranking score and information on this 
tract.  LPNNRD would be required to accept the acre feet depletion for 
the Lower Platte Basin IMP.  The acre feet depletion is 7.14 AF.     
The committee directed staff to develop an agreement with LE to 
handle variances across district lines before proceeding.  The committee 
asked LPN staff to reevaluate the acres shown on the map and to utilize 
our variance scoring for comparison.  The agreement will include, but 
not limited to, in allowing neighboring NRD's scoring systems and 
which NRD would be accepting the acre feet depletion.  The staff 
started the conversation with LE staff.

Bill received two applications for decommissioning wells.  We plan to 
run the applications through Water Committee similar to what is done 
with wells district wide.  Water Committee approves cost share of 75% 
but has maximum rates established.  Rates approved by the Board on 
5/9/2022 are attached.  Shell Creek funds will be used to cost share the 



final 25%.  Cost above and beyond our approved maximum rates will 
need to be covered by the landowner.  We can utilize the NRD's 75% 
cost share and any landowner overages as match for our 319 grant.

6.D.5.a. Dam Site Planning Update

6.D.5.a.1. Design - Olsson
The USACE is still finalizing mitigation plan w/ Olsson.  There are 
concerns from FWS regarding Platte River depletion that need to be 
finalized.
Olsson submitted a scope of services (attached) for a bird and bat 
survey for sites 26AB and 27.  By completing some form of survey to 
clear an area of any noted bird or bat nests/roosts we could begin 
earthwork as early as mid-July. One scenario could be Olsson's clearing 
site 26 (both AB dam sites included) so work could begin this summer 
and then once roosting season ends 10/31, earthwork (tree clearing) 
could begin at site 27.  Other scenario would be clearing both sites and 
once a site is "cleared" it remains safe to do necessary work for 5 years.
 

6.D.5.a.2. Real Estate - Olsson & Great Plains Appraisal
All easement language regarding wetland mitigation has been 
tentatively* approved by the USACE.  
Danielle Allen will be available to discuss current status of easement 
acquisitions.  Invoice attached.

A motion will be needed at Board Meeting - To authorize Chair, 
Thompson to sign a purchase agreement with Mike Kubik for an 
easement on Wahoo Creek Site 27.

6.D.5.a.3. Funding - NRCS WFPO & NeDNR JEDI

6.D.5.b. Water Quality - NWQI & 319
We are coordinating with NRCS to fund a position focused 50% on Wahoo 
Creek NWQI (National Water Quality Initiative) and 50% SWP (Source 
Water Protection).  Goals and deliverables are still being ironed out.  At this 
time, we are discussing 3 years of funding with the ability to add additional 
funds for a maximum of 5 years.  A 50% local match is required which can 
include in-kind resources.  We are targeting having the position filled 
around July 1st.  Creation of this potential new position will be run through 
Execuative Committee.
If this position happens, staff intent is to follow up with a 319 grant 
application to include funds for onsite wastewater systems and other E. coli 
targeted practices similar to SCWIG.

6.D.6. SKULL CREEK WATERSHED
On 2/27 LPNNRD hosted a WFPO PIFR kickoff meeting for the Skull (& 
Bone) Creek Watershed.  Attendees included: NRCS state office personnel, 



residents from the watershed, Butler County rep Steager, Directors Birkel, 
Hilger and Tonnies and NRD staff Elliott, Chapman, ten Bensel, and 
Gottschalk.
The purpose of the kickoff meeting was for NRCS to explain the WFPO 
program to potential sponsors, partners, and impacted 
residents/landowners.  NRCS heard accounts from multiple landowner/residents 
about continuing issues with flooding and erosion concerns.  The historical 
Bone and Skull Creek Watershed studies, and subsequent projects (e.g. 
Homestead) were also discussed.  Much discussion was had over Site 31 from 
the Skull Creek Watershed and its potential for future inclusion.
A field tour is scheduled for 3/25, an invite to committee members and local 
directors will be forthcoming.

Regarding the water quality trend analysis proposal presentation from USGS at 
last month's committee meeting.  All of the partners including Lincoln Water, 
MUD, NDEE, NeDNR, LPS, and Papio have been contacted for a financial 
commitment.

Water Sustainability Fund 

Guidelines 

This guidance document is advisory in nature but is binding on an agency until 
amended by such agency. A guidance document does not include internal 
procedural documents that only affect the internal operations of the agency and 
does not impose additional requirements or penalties on regulated parties or include 
confidential information or rules and regulations made in accordance with the 
Administrative Procedure Act. If you believe that this guidance document imposes 
additional requirements or penalties on regulated parties, you may request a review 
of the document. 

General Information 

The Department of Natural Resources (DNR) and the Natural Resources Commission 
(NRC) have developed these guidelines. The guidelines are intended to assist an 
applicant in understanding the application process and what an application should 
contain for the Director of DNR to be able to make statutorily required findings of fact. 
Only if an application is determined to be satisfactory can it be forwarded to the NRC. 
Additionally, the guidelines contain assistance to an applicant in understanding what 
information the NRC will then utilize when scoring an application. The scores will then 
be used to rank applications and be the basis for determining funding. Sponsors 
whose projects were funded must then enter into a contract with DNR to proceed and 
prior to being eligible for reimbursement. 

Eligibility 

The NRC has not defined separate criteria nor adopted rules describing the various 
types of project applications eligible to be filed. All applications found eligible by the 
Director, will be forwarded to the NRC and will be scored based upon the criteria 
described under Scoring in these Guidelines. 

Previously submitted but unapproved applications should be updated with current 
cost/benefit information or other revised information before being resubmitted. 
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Local Match Requirement 

Only project sponsors that agree to provide 40% or more local funding match of the net 
total local project cost are eligible to receive funding. Local match is based on that 
portion of local project cost which is defined as the total cost that the sponsor would 
ultimately have to provide if financial assistance from the WSF was not available. All 
other sources of federal funding; and state funding including any local match 
requirements, must be subtracted from total project costs to arrive at net local 
project cost associated with water sustainability funds eligible for cost share. 

For purposes of these guidelines, any request to use in-kind services as a portion of 
local revenue match must be pre-approved by the NRC and will only be eligible upon a 
showing of cost savings to the fund. The plan to use in-kind services and activities must 
be described in the application. Other than those described in the application, no use 
of in-kind services will be allowed to meet the local cost share requirement once the 
application has been approved. In the application the applicant must show how the 
use of in-kind services will result in lower project costs (For example a contractor’s 
bid for the identical services is higher than the proposed value of the in-kind 
services). 
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Application Process 

Applications for new projects may be submitted to DNR between 12:01 a.m., 

March 16th and 12:00 p.m. (midnight), March 31st of each year. All applications 

must be submitted electronically. 

No paper copies or walk-in filling will be accepted! 

 

Applications found by the Director to be satisfactory and reviewed by the NRC but 
not approved for funding will be denied and the applicant informed. Such 
applications may be resubmitted to the Director in the next application cycle. 

The Commission will score, and rank applications found satisfactory by the Director 
of DNR and make final decisions on which projects are funded. 

Each application, in each application period, will be scored independently of its prior 
score, and future Commission members are not bound by scores of former 
Commissioners. 

Application Form 

The application form is divided into three sections. • Section “A” covers administrative information basic to administering the 

application and expediting application processing; and information to 

further describe the project. 

Section “B” covers the information required for the Director of DNR to find 

the application eligible/ineligible to be forwarded to the NRC as required 

by statute and rule. 

Section “C” covers the information necessary for the NRC to score the 

application and assign bonus points when applicable as required by 

statute and rule.

• 

User Requirements 

All application and supporting documentation must be submitted online in one of 
three formats: MS Excel, MS Word, and/or as a Pdf. No paper copies or walk-in 
filling will be accepted! Multiple files may be submitted in zip file format. 

All formulas and calculations must be shown or be assessable in the spreadsheet. 
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Costs Incurred Prior to Approval 

Costs incurred by an applicant prior to approval of an application by the NRC may not 
be included in project costs and will not be paid or reimbursed. 

Ineligible Expenses 

Interest owed on borrowed money is not a cost which may be included in an 
application, nor will such costs be reimbursed. 

Costs incurred by an applicant prior to approval of an application by the NRC (Prior 
Costs) may not be included in project costs and will not be paid or reimbursed. 

Operation and/or maintenance expenses are solely the responsibility of the project 
sponsor and shall not be identified as part of the total or net local project cost and 
are thus not subject to reimbursement. 

A rate of inflation may not be used as a component of project costs which are 
subject to reimbursement and may not be included in an application. Contingencies 
must be clearly described. 

After deducting all other sources of funding contributed to offset costs of the project 
(such as federal, state, Nebraska Environmental Trust and/or others regardless of 
the method(s) of recording and receiving such funds), financial assistance from the 
Fund will be up to 60% of the remaining costs which otherwise would have to be 
paid from local sources. 

Targets for Distributing Funds 

The NRC has not set limits on how the fund will be distributed through approved 
projects across the state but will strive to equitably distribute the fund statewide over 
the long term. The NRC will also award bonus points to projects which are the result of 
federal mandates when scoring project applications. 

Distribution of Funds Utilizing Legislative “Cap” 

If a project’s allocation exceeds its obligation, the project will be reviewed for additional 
obligation prior to acting on new project applications . 
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Economic Feasibility 

Except in the case of proposals for which there is no generally accepted method for 
calculation of primary tangible benefits and if the proposal will increase water 
sustainability, the economic feasibility of such proposal shall be demonstrated by 
such method as the Director and the NRC deem appropriate. A proposal is 
economically feasible if primary tangible benefits exceed project costs. All costs and 
benefit data are to be reported by the applicant and will be based upon current data 
with sources for all data documented. 

Certain commodity prices, recreation benefit prices, and wildlife prices will be 
prescribed by the Director. The Director may also prescribe other cost and benefit 
information necessary for completion of the report. The period of analysis for 
economic feasibility studies shall be up to the life of the project. 

 

Cost Information 

The application shall include all relevant cost information including, but not limited to 
the engineering, inspection, land rights acquisition and capital construction costs. 
Annual operation, maintenance and replacement costs are not eligible for 
reimbursement but should be used in the Cost/Benefit calculation if applicable. The 
estimated construction period as well as the estimated project life shall be described. 

Benefit Information 

Only primary tangible benefits may be counted in providing the monetary benefit 
information. In a multi-purpose proposal, the benefits will be estimated for each 
purpose and displayed by year for the life of the project. Intangible and secondary 
benefits of the project should be described for consideration and evaluation by the 
Director and the NRC. Benefit measurement techniques and criteria shall be 
provided to the applicant by the Director. 
 
 

 

Cash Flow Stream 

All benefit and cost data will also be presented in a table form to indicate the annual 
cash flow for the life of the project. A form for indicating the annual cash flow shall 
be supplied by the Director. 
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Scoring 

In the NRC’s scoring process, points will be given to each project in ranking the 
projects, with the total number of points determining the final project ranking list. 
The following fifteen criteria constitute the items for which points will be assigned. 
Point assignments will be 0 to 6 for items 1 through 9; and 0 to 3 for items 10 through 
15. Two additional points will be awarded to projects which address issues 
determined by the NRC to be the result of a federal mandate. 

Note: 

• The responses to one criterion will not be considered in the scoring of other 
criteria. Repeat references as needed to support documentation in each 
criterion as appropriate. The 15 categories are specified by statute and will 
be used to create scoring matrixes which will ultimately determine which 
projects receive funding. 

• There is a total of 72 possible points, plus two bonus points. The potential 
number of points awarded for each criterion is noted in parenthesis. Once 
points are assigned, they will be added to determine a final score. The  
scores will determine ranking. 

• The NRC recommends providing the requested information and the requests 
are not intended to limit the information an applicant may provide. An 
applicant should include additional information that is believed will assist the 
NRC in understanding a proposal so that it can be awarded the points to 
which it is entitled. 
• Applications for a component of a larger project may only list the benefits of and 

receive points for the component for which funding is being requested. 

• No points will be awarded for any projects or portions of a project built or developed 
prior to the date of an application. 

• An application which contains either N/A or has a blank in an answer to a question 
in the scoring question section of an application will receive no points for each such 
answer.

Describe other possible solutions to remedy this issue. 

Describe the history of the water quality issue including previous attempts to 
remedy the problem and the results obtained.

List which goals and objectives this project will provide benefits for and how 

this project supports or contributes to those plans. 

Describe and quantify how the project supports sustainable water use, what is 
the target area, what is the population or acreage receiving benefits, what is 
the usage of the water: residential, industrial, agriculture or recreational. 

List all stakeholders involved in project. 

Identify who benefits from this project.

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Sponsor Reimbursements 

Sponsors whose applications were awarded a grant or loan must enter into a 
contract signed by a representative of both the sponsor and DNR prior to 
reimbursement of any funds. 

For projects which are approved by the NRC funding will be disbursed on a 
reimbursement basis in accordance with individually developed contracts. Statutorily 
project sponsors are required to enter into a contract with the DNR prior to 
reimbursement of any funds. Each request for reimbursement shall include a 
completed and signed reimbursement form, which will be provided by the 
Department, and shall be accompanied by copies of invoices detailing enough 
information to tie the work or supplies to the project, cancelled checks showing proof 
of payment, and sufficient other documentation as requested by Department staff to 
justify reimbursement. 

To be eligible for reimbursement of land Rights / ROW the local organization, 
defined as and limited to public districts, cities, counties, political subdivisions and 
agencies of the State or of the Federal government, must first enter into an 
agreement with the Department. Such agreement, which shall be on a form supplied 
by the Department, shall provide that the local organization will abide by the law and 
rules and regulations governing administration of the Water Sustainability Fund. All 
acquisition expense reimbursement claims should include the following 
documentation to show that you purchased what you agreed to: 

1.) Completed Purchase Agreement (signed by both parties). 

2.) Deed or Easement (with signatures, seal or filing stamp). 

3.) Title insurance / Proof of ownership which includes metes and bounds 

description of the property. 

4.) Cancelled checks (for everything purchase, appraisals, filing fees, legal fees 

etc.). 

5.) Closing Statement signed by the grantor. 

Cost Share Payments 

Payments for costs incurred for approved projects will be made on a reimbursement 
basis upon receipt of required documentation. Payments shall not exceed 60% and 
are limited to eligible costs. Reimbursements are limited to no more than one per 
month. 

Project Funding Duration 

Projects will be allocated the total amount of a grant at the time of approval; but 
obligation of actual funding (capable of being paid) may be granted at the time of 
approval or be partially obligated (funded) on a year-by-year basis. If a project is 
not 
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not fully obligated at the time of approval, the unobligated portion will be subject to 
the Legislature’s continued appropriation of funding to this fund and subsequent 
obligation by the NRC. 

 

Contract End Date 
 

Contracts for project grants of $250,000 or less will terminate on or before 5 years from 
the date of project approval by the NRC, and contracts for project grants over $250,000 
will terminate on or before 10 years from the date of project approval by the NRC, unless 
initially approved for a longer period of time.  Project sponsors may obtain an extension of 
time to complete the project, provided the request is brought before the Commission and 
placed on the Commission’s agenda during a regularly scheduled meeting no later than 
twelve (12) months prior to the project end date. The Commission shall consider the 
amount of work remaining, reasons for the project’s failure to be timely completed, and 
the likelihood that the project will be completed given the additional time requested. If the 
sponsor is not granted an extension of time, the contract will be terminated and no further 
reimbursements for work done after the termination date will be made. 

Status Reporting 

Annual reports must be submitted to the DNR by April 1st containing information 
detailing project progress from the previous year and anticipated progress for the 
remaining calendar year.  The annual report shall also contain an update of the 
estimated time schedule for beginning and completing the approved project and any 
anticipated delays to implementing the project or obtaining sufficient funds to meet the 
applicant’s financial obligations for the project. 

DNR staff may also assess project status and activities and report findings to the NRC. 

Close Out Report 

At the time the Applicant completes a project, a Close Out Report will be submitted to the 
Commission and the Director identifying what the project accomplished and what benefits 
were achieved.  Quantifying and/or explicitly describing the water sustainability benefits, 
as described in the application, that were or will be achieved by the funding supplied by 
the Fund is preferred.  After project completion/close out, annual reports are no longer 
required, unless real estate that was acquired as a part of the project is rented or otherwise 
generates revenue exclusive of park entry fees, city fees or revenue not resulting from the 
project.

Nebraska Natural Resources Commission Meeting Report – February 21, 2024
Holiday Inn Hotel & Conference Center, Kearney, NE

Tom Mountford, Lower Platte River Basin (LPRB) Representative

NDNR Director Tom Riley was present and reported that the Perkins County Canal Project is 
10% designed and should be 30% designed by the end of the year. He also mentioned that the 
governor’s budget proposes to have the previously approved $85 million of JEDI funding toward 
the I-80 lake project “go away”. 

Programs Committee Reports:
Attached are six program fund status reports overseen by the Commission. The Small Watersheds Flood 
Control Fund is the only inactive fund at the present time. The Water Sustainability Fund (WSF) is the 
primary funding program, where there are fifty-eight active projects that have been approved for a total 
of $81,309,338. Of those projects, seven are ready for closeout. Since 2015, 45 successful WFS projects 
have been closed out. 

Russ Callan and Jason Moudry, LLNRD; and Dan Bigbee, EA Engineering, presented a recently completed 
Cover Crop Impact Study (WSF #5209). The three year study looked at the effects of cover crops on 
water recharge and nitrogen removal. The study involved three irrigated sites during the 20-21, 21-22 & 
22-23 growing seasons. There was no statistical difference on potential recharge between cover crop 
and no cover crop at two sites, but there was a statistical difference on the third site. Overall, the results 
showed either no effect or a slightly positive effect to groundwater recharge by adding cover crops. 
With regards to nitrogen reduction, while there was an overall reduction in soil nitrogen, only one site in 
2020 showed a statistical difference. The entire study results will be posted on the NNRC website.

Water Sustainability Fund (T-261) Rules Change (attachment):
Following a public hearing on January 18th, 2024, the Commission’s Executive Committee acted on 
January 26th, 2024, to adopt the Rules Governing the Administration of the Water Sustainability Fund. 
This action was taken in accordance with the Commission’s November 28th, 2023, motion to proceed, for 
the purpose of moving forward with the formal rules change process to allow these changes to be 
effective for the next round of application reviews. Chairman Batie, on behalf of the Commission, signed 
the Certificate of Adoption and forwarded the packet to the Attorney General’s Office for review. The 
Attorney General has signed off on the proposed updates and forwarded the packet to Governor Pillen 
for signature. Once approved, the updated rules will take effect immediately and will be posted on the 
NNRC’s website. One proposed change being proposed is placing a time limit of 10 years on large 
projects (over $250,000) and 5 years on small projects (projects totaling $250,000 or less). Attached are 
the rules showing the proposed changes. New WSF applications can be submitted March 16 -31, 2024.

The next Commission meeting is scheduled for April 3, 2024, in Kearney. Please contact me if you have 
any questions.

- Staff continues to work with Nebraska NRCS on the rehabilitation of our Cottonwood Creek site 21-

A structure through the PL-566 Watershed program.   

- We have met several times this past month with both NRCS and Olsson as we proceed through the 

pre-construction process.  Land rights meetings for the first three sites with landowners have taken 

place and plans are to have all easements completed by next board meeting.  We have also heard from 

USACE and received their approval of our mitigation easement language.  We will continue to update 

both committees and board as we proceed through this process. 

- Management continues to work with DNR Dam Safety and the Nebraska DOT regarding the new 

highway 77/92 intersection north of our office.  This portion of the highway is part of our Wanahoo 

Dam as it continues East and North around the old motel by the airport.  Through the planning 

process multiple utility lines and services have been identified as concerns and need to be taken care 

of at the time of construction.  John Peterson with JEO has completed his designs to mitigate the 

utility lines and  I have contacted utility owners and will be meeting with them to review mitigation 

designs, potential costs and their specific responsibilities.  This work has been approved by NDOT as 

a “Change Order” to their project allowing us the benefit of unit costs from the original contractor’s 

bid. 

- We are excited to welcome our newest LPNNRD employees:  Jacob Stover was hired as our new 

Water Resource Specialist.  Jacob received his Bachelor of Science degree in Ag Engineering with an 

emphasis in Soil and Water Resources from UNL and comes to us from the Flatwater Group Inc. in 

Lincoln where he served as their Natural Resources Specialist.   

Jonathan Speichinger began today as our new Operations & Maintenance Technician.  Jonathan 

received his Bachelor of Science degree in Horticulture with Turfgrass Option from UNL and comes 

to us with experience in Parks and Buildings management with Ralston and most recently as the 

Agronomics Department manager with SiteOne Landscape Supply in Omaha. 

- I received a call from Jesse Bradley with DNR last week informing me he and his staff has met with 

the Governor's office regarding LB 1412.  Jesse stated the intent is now to leave $15 million in the 

JEDI fund for this year and an amendment to put $10 million in JEDI next year.  This amount will 

leave a total of $25 million to cover all current contracts (including our $19.66 million)

How to Determine If I Have a Lead Service

Check your records. Have you completed 
maintenance on your service line? Do you 
know when your home was built? If your home 
is older than 1988 and has the original service 
line or plumbing, then your home may have a 
lead service line or a lead component. 

Inspect the service line yourself. You can save 
time and money and inspect the service line 
yourself. These lines typically enter your home 
through the wall facing the street on the lowest 
level but each setup can be unique to each 
home. If you do not own your home, please 
contact the homeowner for this information.

Is it Lead?

Start with a magnet or scratch test. Gently 
scratch the surface of the pipe with a coin. If 
the pipe is soft, easily scraped, silver, and a 
magnet doesn’t stick, it is most likely lead. 

If Not Lead, Then What ?

1. Does a magnet stick? If so and the line is 
dull grey when scratched, this portion of the 
service line is galvanized steel.

2. If the magnet doesn't stick, it is same color 
as a penny when scratched or has greenish 
blue build up, this portion of the service line 
is copper.

3. If the magnet doesn't stick, it is white-ish 
yellow or grey, is joined with a clamp, 
screw or glue, this portion of the service 
line is plastic or Chlorinated polyvinyl 
chloride (CPVC).

If you are still unsure about the materials 
present and have questions, contact us.

Flow meters are 

to be from the LPNNRD Approved Flow Meter List and meet other requirements as outlined on this 

document, such as installed to manufacturer’s recommendations, etc. (see attached).  Flow meter readings 

are to be taken at the end of the irrigation season and reported to the Lower Platte North NRD by 

December 15th of each year.  Failure to properly install the flow meter or failure to report these readings 

could result in denial of cost share assistance.  

 

The LPNNRD will inspect each flow meter installation to make sure it has been properly installed and it 

matches the description on the cost share application.  Incomplete applications maybe denied or delayed 

until the required information has been submitted and other requirements have been met.  

 

Applications will be accepted starting January 1, 2023, with final deadline September 1, 2024.  If 

funds should become limited, cost share will be awarded on a ‘first come – first serve’ basis with 

priority awarded to meters purchased between January 1, 2023 to April 1, 2024.

SCOPE OF SERVICES 

 

This exhibit is hereby attached to and made a part of the Letter Agreement for Professional 

Services dated February 13, 2024 between Lower Platte North Natural Resources District 

(“Client”) and Olsson, Inc. (“Olsson”) providing for professional services. Olsson’s Scope of 

Services for the Agreement is indicated below. 

PROJECT DESCRIPTION AND LOCATION 

Project will be located at: Upper Wahoo Creek, Saunders County, Nebraska 

Project Description: Bat Presence/Absence and Migratory Bird Treaty Act (MBTA) Nest Surveys 

SCOPE OF SERVICES 

Olsson shall provide the following services (Scope of Services) to the Client for the above-

mentioned project: 

A. OLSSON WILL PROVIDE:  

Olsson will complete bat surveys for the project study area near Prague, Nebraska. The bat 

surveys are to cover the federally listed northern long-eared bat (Myotis septentrionalis) and 

the federal candidate tricolored bat (Perimyotis subflavus).  

The tricolored bat is not anticipated to be officially listed until April 2024; and therefore, no 

current survey guidelines are available for this species. Until coordination with the U.S. Fish 

and Wildlife Service (USFWS) occurs to determine which protocol they deem necessary to 

capture the appropriate data, we are listing several options. The protocol the USFWS picks 

may be acoustic surveys, mist-netting surveys, or a combination of both. Acoustic surveys 

can be completed for all three dam sites at one time, whereas mist-netting surveys will need 

to be completed for one dam site at a time to meet the requirements of the survey protocol. 

Olsson will plan to present acoustic surveys as the preferred option, but USFWS will have the 

final say based on updated guidance for these species. 

TASK 100 – Bat Acoustic Surveys 

USFWS guidelines for acoustic surveys of non-linear projects require 14 detector nights per 

123 acres at two detector locations. Surveys will be conducted during late spring or summer 

(May 15 – August 15). Based on a desktop review, it is estimated there are less than 123 

acres of suitable habitat for bats at Site 26 (A & B) and Site 27. Olsson will deploy two 

detectors, at two sites, for seven nights (two detector sites for seven nights = 14 detector 

nights) for each site. In addition to the acoustic surveys, habitat assessments will be 

conducted according to USFWS guidelines at each detector location. For the acoustic survey, 

Olsson will use Wildlife Acoustics SM4BAT FS detectors (Wildlife Acoustics, Maynard, 

Massachusetts, USA) at appropriate locations. 

The proposed survey sites are tentative, and actual survey sites will be selected in the field 

by a qualified biologist. Bat detector microphones will be placed in areas where our biologists 

believe there is the best chance of recording high-quality calls (i.e. along probable bat travel 

corridors). Olsson will deploy microphones: 



• At least 3 meters from any obstructions within the zone intended to be sampled. 

• Oriented parallel to woodland edges where present. 

• More than 15 meters from known or suitable bat roosts. 

• In areas without or with minimal vegetation within 10 meters in front of the 

microphone. 

• At least 200 meters apart and distributed in appropriate habitats across the dam 

sites. 

Locations of microphones will be plotted using the global positioning system (GPS) to verify 

location and spacing. Each microphone’s placement and orientation will be photographed to 

document microphone set-up. Microphones will be tested for sensitivity before and after 

deployment and on each occasion when data is downloaded. 

Acoustic monitoring will be set to record at least the whole period from sunset to sunrise. 

Weather will be monitored at the nearest National Oceanic and Atmospheric Administration 

National Weather Service Station to document compliance with required weather criteria 

outlined in the guidelines. A night’s recording will be considered successful if: 

• The air temperature is at least 10 degrees Celsius (50 degrees Fahrenheit) in the 

first five hours after sunset. 

• Sustained wind speed does not exceed 4 meters/second for more than 30 minutes 

in the first five hours after sunset. 

• Any precipitation that occurs is less than 30 minutes of continuous duration during 

the first five hours of the survey period. 

If these weather conditions are not met in any sample night, that sample night will be repeated 

until appropriate weather conditions occur. 

Recorded bat calls will be retrieved from the detectors twice, once in the middle of the survey 

and once the survey ends. All bat files will be initially screened by a bat biologist and will be 

run through currently approved version of Kaleidoscope® Pro (KaPRO) bat identifier for auto-

identification of bat species. All calls collected during nights where Myotis and Perimyotis calls 

are identified will be manually vetted to verify findings of the automated classification. In 

addition to KaPRO, Sonobat TM 3.1.1 NE (Sonobat) software may also be used to aid in 

manual vetting. 

The report will include all the information required under USFWS guidelines, including all raw 

data files, documentation of weather conditions, maps indicating actual locations of bat 

detectors, photographs of each bat detector set-up and zone of reception, appendices 

containing KaPRO auto-identification output, and results from manual interpretation of calls, 

if performed. Manual interpretation of calls will be documented with notes of call features that 

were used to make manual identifications. 

TASK 200 – Mist-Netting Surveys 

USFWS guidelines for mist-netting surveys for non-linear projects require ten (10) net nights 

per 123 acres at two locations. Surveys will be conducted during late spring or summer (May 

15 – August 15). Based on a desktop review, it is estimated there are less than 123 acres of 

suitable habitat for bats at Site 26. Olsson will deploy four nets, at two sites, for three nights 



(four nets for three nights = 12 net nights). In addition to the mist-netting surveys, habitat 

assessments will be conducted according to USFWS guidelines at each net location.  

The proposed survey sites are tentative, and actual survey sites will be selected in the field 

by a qualified biologist. Nets will be placed in areas where our biologists believe there is the 

best chance of catching bats, so in potential travel corridors as well edge habitats. Olsson will 

deploy nets: 

• In corridors with overhanging branches, most often within nine meters of the 

ground. 

• Net sites will be placed a minimum of 30 meters apart. 

• Net locations will not be sampled more than two nights. 

• Changing net locations may improve capture success. 

• Surveys will be conducted for at least five hours beginning at sunset. 

The report will include all the information required under USFWS guidelines, including all data 

sheets, documentation of weather conditions, maps indicating actual locations of mist nets, 

photographs of each net location set-up, and results of the survey. 

TASK 300 – MBTA Surveys  

Olsson will conduct a survey for nests of bird species protected under the MBTA at Site 26. 

The survey will be conducted by traversing the area where trees will be removed using optics 

such as binoculars to determine if any nests of protected species are present. Olsson will 

document the location of any nests present using sub-meter accuracy global positioning 

system unit. Olsson will prepare a memo documenting the findings of the survey and 

recommendations to comply with the MBTA. The survey results will be acceptable for a period 

of seven (7) days, after which, uncleared areas will need to be surveyed again. If an active 

nest is identified, a 50-foot recommended buffer should be placed around the nest where no 

tree clearing should occur.  

TASK 400 – MBTA Additional Site Visits 

If any additional site visits are required for uncleared areas or to check the status of initially 

active nests, it will be for a set fee of $3,000 per site visit. Olsson assumes no more than two 

additional site visits per site will be needed. If additional site visits are needed additional fees 

may apply. 

B. ASSUMPTIONS 

• Olsson assumes that weather may prolong acoustic survey efforts up to two nights. Any 

further weather delays may result in a request for additional fees and delayed schedule. 

• Olsson assumes survey protocol for the tricolored bat will be the same for mist netting and 

acoustic sampling requirements. If the April 2024 protocol requires more survey nights 

than the current protocol for Indiana and northern long-eared bats, additional fees may be 

necessary.
