Start/Stop Times

Purpose  To review the current start/stop times schedule for CPS and determine how to
successfully meet the needs and conditions for students to succeed at all levels
while effectively utilizing District resources.

Challenges
1. Alignment of CHS & CV Tech schedule (AM only)

a. CHS starts at 7:45am

b. CV Tech AM session starts at 8:00am

c. AM students are only able to be enrolled in six classes due to missing 4t hour
i. CHS 4t hour: 10:33am — 11:25am
ii. CV Tech (AM): 8:00am — 11:00am
iii. Students at CV Tech can only earn three (3) credits per session (AM/PM).

2. Middle school athletic practice for 6th — 8th grades (Lincoln & CMS)
a. Students are missing 1st hour due to practice, travel time back to school sites, &
breakfast.
b. Teachers/Coaches are also missing 1st hour due to practice & travel time back to
school sites.
i. 11 sections of instruction lost due to morning practice. (Impact at CMS & CHS)
ii. Equivalent to two full-time teachers.

Committee

A District-wide committee was developed to study this matter. The composition of the
committee was the following: (22 people)

- Each school site: principal, teacher, & parent

- Departments: Transportation, Child Nutrition, Athletics, & District Admin

Meetings
A total of five (5) meetings were held
-  Feb. 15th, March 2204, April 5th, April 19th, & April 25th

Surveys

Surveys were conducted of parents (March 1st — April 31d) & staff members (March 22nd — April
3rd). A Google survey was created for each campus (parent & staff) and was sent out to
principals for publication.

Results
o BWECC: Parents — (82) 72% to remain the same for start & stop times
Staff — (13) 69% to remain same for start & stop times
o Grand Parents — (107)  72% to remain the same for start times
76% to remain the same for stop times
Staff — (36) 58% said remain the same for start times
64% said remain the same for stop times
o Lincoln Parents — (85) 58% to remain the same for start times
70% to remain the same for stop time
Staff — (20) 79% said remain the same for start times

95% remain the same for stop times



o CMS Parents — (47) 50% to be later than it currently is for
start times & 58% to remain the same for stop

times
Staff - (22) 63% said remain the same for start times
76% remain the same for stop times
o CHS Parents — (68) 53% to remain the same for start times
57% to remain the same for stop times
Staff — (41) 50% for later than currently is for start times

56% for remain the same for stop times

Conclusions

1. Committee did not feel that survey results gave resounding support to keep current
start/stop times or call to change

2. Comments indicated understanding of a potential later start time for CHS and need for
some adjustments

3. Some adjustments were needed at CHS for AM CV Tech students

4. Research, from discussion, also included sleep patterns of secondary students, student
performance, & impact of start times.

5. Any changes in start/stop times or sequences should be mindful of no major time
swings (i.e. — starting a site at 9:00am or later OR adjusting a start time to earlier than
7:30am)

Additional Information

- Bus route times were collected for all school sites for drop-off & pick-up times
o BWECC/Grand AND Lincoln/CMS all use the same bus/driver
o CHS, special education, & Pre-K has its own bus routes separate of other sites
o Data indicated that a span of 45 minutes is needed between routes for

BWECC/Grand & Lincoln/CMS
- Multiple schedules were developed all fitting within a start time window of 7:45am —
8:45am and a stop time window of 2:30pm — 3:50pm.

The committee recommends the following schedule:
8:00am - 2:45pm BWECC
8:00am - 2:45pm Grand
8:15am - 3:20pm CHS
8:35am - 3:20pm Lincoln
8:35am - 3:20pm CMS
Notes:
- Gives ample time for morning practice, travel time back to sites, & breakfast (students &
coaches)

- CV Tech AM students would still have to report by 8:00am for class

- Would address 4t hour issues for CHS students that attend CV Tech (AM session)

- Does rearrange the start/stop sequence for school sites by putting elementary sites first
and secondary last.

- After school programs are available at both BWECC & Grand students.

Press Box seating/sound system/low voltage, Items provided by Owner, and requirements by
the Authority Having Jurisdiction that are not specifically depicted or indicated on the Contract
Documents, temporary and permanent utility cost during construction start-up, test and
occupy the building.

Preconstruction services are not part of the GMP and will be billed separately.

The Owner will provide temporary and permanent utility cost during construction for start-up,
test and occupy the new building.
