6.A. Principal Reports

Pat Burrow, Elementary Principal reported that October was a great month with many fun
events.

6.B. Superintendent Report

Superintendent, Scott Cline reviewed the October finances and facility updates with the Board.
Cline noted that expenditures appeared lower for the month due to the delay of a major bill.
"For this month, you can see that our expenditures are down," Cline said. "This is just due to
some bills that came in late. We have the Woods County Assessor bill that’s right at $50,000
that did not come in. It’ll show up in November."

Cline said revenue for the month was flat and continues to run slightly below projections,
largely due to the DCP settlement. "Overall, we’re standing pretty strong on our finances," he
added. "We just want to keep track and make sure we’re not spending excessively."

The building fund had no expenditures for the month, with revenue levels similar to last year.
Child nutrition remains an area of concern, with expenditures up about $6,000 compared to
last year and revenue down approximately $5,000. Cline said this decline was expected due to
fewer meal payments being collected.

Daycare expenditures were also down for the month and year, which Cline attributed to
having one less employee and a smaller number of enrolled children. Revenue was also lower
for the same reason.

In facilities updates, Cline reported that pillars for the new awning at the multi-purpose
building should be poured this week. Crews are also finishing the side fences at the softball
field, with metal installation to begin once materials arrive.

"Overall, we’re standing a little better than we were last year," Cline concluded.

Philosophy and Goals

It is the philosophy of Waynoka Public Schools to provide an education for every child according to his/her needs and
to endeavor to ensure that each child reaches his/her maximum potential. To this end, experiences will be provided
that are consistent with the abilities and potential of the intellectually gifted and academically talented child so that
each is encouraged to be a happy, successful, and responsible human being. It is the goal of this district to identify all
students in grades K-12 who are intellectually gifted or academically talented and to provide challenging educational
experiences to these children through multiple program options.

Advisory Committee

In accordance with the policy of the board of education, a local advisory committee (which may or may not be com-
prised of the curriculum advisory committee) shall be established. The committee will consist of administrators,
teachers, and parents with no fewer than 3 and no more than 11 members, at least one third (1/3) of whom shall be
selected from a list of nominations submitted by associations whose purpose is advocacy for gifted and talented
children.

The purpose of the committee is to assist in the development of the district plan for gifted child educational programs,
to assist in preparation of the district report on gifted child educational programs, and to perform other advisory duties
as may be requested by the board of education. A chair and vice-chair will be elected, and written records and reports
shall be made by the committee. The committee will establish a regular meeting schedule sufficient to implement the
program.

The committee will make available to the board of education copies of their agendas, minutes, and evaluations of the
program. The committee will reorganize biennially prior to September 15. A meeting will be called by the superin-
tendent not later than October 1 of each school year. All meetings of the committee shall be subject to the provisions
of the Oklahoma Open Meeting Act (70 O.S. §1210.308).

The committee will advise and assist district professional staff with the development of a plan which will include a
description of the curriculum for the gifted child educational program, the criteria for evaluation of the program, the
competencies and duties of the program’s staff, number and percentage of students identified by the district as gifted
children, and a budget for the district gifted child educational program.

Definition

Gifted and talented students are those students at the preschool, elementary, and secondary levels having demonstrated
potential abilities of high-performance capability and needing differentiated or accelerated education or services.
Students identified as intellectually gifted demonstrate potential on individual or group nationally standardized
intelligence tests. Students identified as academically talented demonstrate specific ability on school-administered
nationally standardized achievement tests.

Teachers whose duties include direct involvement with gifted students shall participate in in-service training,
workshops, and/or college training designed to educate/certify them in the area of gifted education.

Identification

The gifted program advisory committee shall suggest to the superintendent the placement of students.

1.  Screening
Students will be screened each year for intellectual ability through the administration of a nationally standardized test
(for state mandated grades only). Test scores will be reviewed each spring after they are received. All teachers and
parents shall be given the opportunity to nominate students to be individually or group tested.

2.  Nomination
Teachers will be encouraged to nominate high achieving students to be tested for the program.

3.  Types of Tests
Screening for grade three and seven will be done by using the state mandated nationally standardized achievement
test. Students needing or desiring an individual or group test shall be offered the The Naglieri Nonverbal Ability Test

(NNAT-3).

4.  Placement Criteria
A. Students recommended by parents or teachers may be considered; however, final selection must be

determined by the placement committee.

B. Students scoring on or above the 95™ percentile on major areas of a nationally standardized achievement
test shall be offered placement in the program.

C. Students scoring on or above the 95® percentile on The Naglieri Nonverbal Ability Test (NNAT-3) shall
be offered placement in the program.

D. Students scoring on or above the 95 percentile on the Woodcock Johnson Pyscho-Educational Battery,
Revised, shall be offered placement in the program.

E. To allow for the unbiased assessment of all cultural and economic backgrounds, a committee decision
for placement may be made based on referral, student product or performance, appropriate checklists,
and other relevant information.

5.  Other Information Considered

Performance in the classroom shall be considered as a basis for referral; however, final selection must be determined
by the placement committee.

Procedural Safeguards

1. Due Process Rights
Each parent shall be required to sign a permission form/confidentiality statement before any child can be given
an individual IQ test. Parents shall be required to sign a permission form before any child is placed in the
program.

Individual Evaluation

Individual assessment tests may be administered to any child upon request of a teacher or parent (with parent
approval). Students may be evaluated on site using The Naglieri Nonverbal Ability Test (NNAT-3) or the
Woodcock-Johnson Psycho-Educational Battery

Confidentiality

The district insures that it shall permit the parent to inspect and review any and all records relating to their
child and used by this district. All relevant records of student evaluations shall be-kept in appropriate filing
systems to ensure confidentiality. Confidential records shall be kept for a period of five years.

Additional Evaluation

Additional evaluations may be requested when a parent or teacher is not satisfied with the results of one test
until exhaustion of evaluation means. Upon exhaustion of evaluation, parents will be required to make
arrangements, financial and professional, for further evaluation.

Transfers
Student transfers with proof of a score on/above local standards for placement shall be placed in the program
after consultation with an approval from the parents.

Review of Placement
A review of student placement shall be made by the placement committee at the seventh grade level for all
students placed prior to the sixth grade year.

Removing Students from Options
Students may be removed from the program upon request of the parent or request of the student with parental
approval or recommendation of the placement committee at the seventh grade review.

Programming Description

Teachers working with gifted children shall hold a valid Oklahoma teaching certificate appropriate to the certificate
credential and grade level(s) included in the program.

Teachers whose duties include direct involvement with gifted students shall participate in in-service training,
workshops, and/or college training designed to educate/certify them in the area of gifted education.

Identified students in grades one through six may be served by a pull-out program. Emphasis will be placed on
enrichment of content areas. They may be further served by accelerated/enriched classroom work.
