6.1. Board Committee Reports
The transportation committee met to discuss the replacement of bus security cameras and to review fleet
vehicles. The bus cameras are outdated; committee will be looking into replacement cameras.

The athletic cooperative committee provided the following statement:

In August, the board of education received comments and questions from the public during a meeting that
requested us to consider adding boys baseball as an offered sport at Boone Central. As a result of that
request, the Athletic Cooperative Committee agreed to look into the requirements of adding another sport
and what impact, both positive or negative, that it may have on our District as a whole. We had many
questions as a committee and we wanted to ensure that we did our due diligence when considering this
issue. We requested that Mr. Perone contact other schools with existing programs and gather as much
information as possible. We also requested information from within our own District regarding the
possible addition of a new program. On September 28" the Committee met to review the data that had
been compiled and to formally discuss the possible addition of boys baseball as an offered sport at Boone
Central. We discussed many issues that would surround the addition of a new program. Some of the
questions we asked and some of the issues that we discussed include the following:

e  Would we Coop with an existing program - Twin River, or would we rather start our own
program?

e  What would the financial impact be of starting our own program or a Coop? What would be
required regarding equipment, coaches, travel, uniforms, etc.

e If baseball were added what would transportation look like regarding daily practice and
competition travel? Many games would likely be beyond an hour of travel time and would occur
multiple times per week. What impact would that have on the student athlete?

e  What concerns would we have of mixing the cultures of Twin River and Boone Central - what
would the future direction of the program look like regarding location, coaching philosophies,
traditions, and future Coops with other schools which are being actively sought now by Twin
River.

e How would a new Coop affect our current relationship with Newman Grove? We are strong
partners and have come far together.



e  What is the climate within our own district, both inside and outside of the school, regarding the
possibility of adding baseball?

e  What opportunities do kids in our district currently have to participate in organized baseball and
what impact would a school baseball program have on summer Legion baseball as well as other
school programs currently offered, including sports, academics, and extracurricular clubs.

e Title IX would require us to add an additional girl’s sport if boys baseball were added. All of
these same questions would have to be considered for the addition of another girl’s sport if
baseball was added.

e  Would the addition of two new sports programs be beneficial to the majority of the district or
would they benefit just a few, what is the likelihood of success, and are those programs
sustainable when considering the number of students that we have?

6.2. These are not the only items discussed but are some of the highlights of the meeting discussion. The
documents reviewed during our meeting as well as a summary of our conversation were forwarded to the
other board members for review. Based on the information that we reviewed and the discussion during our
meeting, it is the Athletic Cooperative Committee’s recommendation to the full board that we do not add
boys baseball as an offered sport at Boone Central at this time.

A
proposal from Clearfly is being considered. This change would require the purchase ($1,388)
of an IP fire panel communicator. Monthly costs savings of approximately $150/month,
increasing to $520/month after all phone lines are moved to Albion campus in July 2021.

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Advocate for the financial health
of your district

Money is tight for school districts all over
the country due to the economic effects of the
COVID-19 pandemic. It's important now more
than ever for boards and superintendents to
know how to work with those who make deci-
sions that affect the district financially — the
state legislature, city officials, and even Con-
gress.

As a board member, you are uniquely positioned
to help your district in this area.

Board members make the best advocates for
their district because:

1. They represent a power base of influence
(voters).

2. They are unpaid volunteers who appear more
objective in their requests.

No matter whom the board lobbies, there are a
few techniques you need to keep in mind:

e Use an educated approach. Appeals from
board members have an effect because they show

your request is a districtwide program that the
board and community support.

» Keep in mind you are “owed” nothing. The
best board advocates make no assumptions.
Spend time showing how your district fulfills
critical needs in the community. You are not
the only organization looking for favorable deci-
sions.

» Spend time with decision-makers outside of
legislative sessions. Invite them to your district to
observe classroom instruction or special education
students, and next year's requests will likely fall
on more [avorable ears.

e Develop the attitude that you are an aide to
decision-makers who need your input to make
decisions.

¢ Identify those who hold the greatest influence
and concentrate your efforts there.

Continue your advocacy efforts year-round to
have maximum impact. ®

School board members form a team

Some people run for election to the school
board because they want to see something
changed in the community. Not all candidates
have children enrolled in district schools, but
they all seek changes such as improvements to
safety, modifications of the curriculum, equal ca-
pacity to access a quality education, or mitigation
of overcrowding.

If you've been elected to a board, keep this prin-
ciple in mind: While each school board member
plays her own part, the school board performs as a
team. Qualities of an effective team include adapt-
ability, balanced participation, and the ability to
manage conflict. As a team, you can accomplish
great things in your district, even during times of
unprecedented challenges. B

B&A For School Board Members

Understand the double-edged sword
of social media

While social media can be a great resource
for communicating with students, parents,
and other community members in a school
district, school boards should be wary of the
dangers that posting on public social media
pages can entail. Boards can find themselves
under intense scrutiny if it (or one of its
members) posts or even permits content to be
posted on its social media page that may be
controversial.

For example, board members have recent-
ly come under fire for posting controversial
views regarding the COVID-19 pandemic
and their state or district's response to that
pandemic. Some community members have
gone so far as to petition for board members’

resignation in response to these controversial
posts.

However, board members also have a consti-
tutional right to free speech, so boards likely
cannot outright ban a board member from post-
ing on his or her individual social media page.
But because the line between a board member's
individual page and an official board social
media page can sometimes be blurry, boards
should meet with their legal counsel to go over
the board's social media policy to ensure that
each board member understands the board's ex-
pectations with regard to social media postings.
And remember, the adage “when you can't say
something nice, don't say nothin’ at all” applies
doubly to social media platforms! ®

Map centers, people of influence

Work with other board members and your su-
perintendent to map out businesses, organiza-
tions, and civic leaders that can help the district
make progress on its community relations plan.
Whether they are elected officials, bank officers,
the chair of a parent group, or the president of

the United Way, districts can achieve great re-
sults when they involve their community.

For example, one Minnesota school board
when discussing equity policies worked with
local leaders to schedule an “equity summit” for
all community members this fall. ®

Must you support the board’s
official stand?

School reopening plans. Curriculum changes.
Race and equity issues. Hiring and spending
freezes. All these topics can be controversial.

As a board member, do you have to support the
board’s official decision when you personally
disagree with it? The short answer is “Yes.”

Board members must be leaders and pro-
moters of the school district they serve. Every
board member should have the opportunity to

speak out in the boardroom — either pro or
con — on an issue before it's voted on by the
board. The meeting minutes will reflect the
discussion. And maybe so will the local news.
But once the school board votes to proceed in
a specific direction, understand that the board
has spoken. The board as a full body has made
the decision. Now it's up to the board members
to support it. ®

(4) If at any time there shall be evidence of a claim which, if established, the Owner might become liable, and

that is for Work within the scope of this Design-Build Contract, of if the Design-Builder shall incur any
liability to the Owner, or the Owner shall have any claim or demand against the Design-Builder of any kind
or for any reason, whether reduced to judgment or award, the Owner shall have the right to retain out of any
payment due, or to become due under this Agreement, or any other agreement between the Owner and the

Design-Builder, an amount sufficient to indemnify the Owner against any claim, or to fully satisfy such

liability, claim or demand. The Owner shall also be entitled to charge against or deduct from any such
payment all costs of defense or collection with respect thereto, including reasonable attorneys’ fees and

expenses. Should any claim develop after all payments are made hereunder, the Design-Builder shall refund
those to the Owner within ten (10) days of demand therefor all monies that the Owner shall be compelled to
pay in discharging or satisfying such claims and all costs, including reasonable attorneys’ fees incurred in
collecting said monies from the Design-Builder. Owner shall have the right in its sole judgment to satisfy or
file a bond to discharge a claim and to deduct all amounts paid to satisfy or discharge a claim plus Owners’
attorneys’ fees and expenses from any amounts remaining due under the Design-Build Contract to
Design-Builder or to collect from Design-Builder those amounts to the extent those amounts exceed the
amount remaining in the Contract Sum.

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Meetings Policy #2201

The formation of policy is public business and will be conducted openly in accordance with the Nebraska Open
Meetings Act.

1. Types of Meetings

a. The board shall hold its regular meetings on or before the third Monday of each month.
b. Special and emergency meetings may be called as provided by law.
C. The board may schedule work sessions and retreats in order to provide board members and

administrators with the opportunity to plan, research, and engage in discussion.

2. Notice

The board shall give reasonable advance publicized notice of the time and place of each of its meetings, which
generally will be 48 hours or more in advance of the meeting. Such notice shall be transmitted to all members
of the board and to the public. Notice of regular and special meetings shall be published in a newspaper of
general circulation within the district and, if available, on the newspaper’s website. Newspapers of general
circulation in the district include, but are not necessarily limited to, the Albion News or the Omaha World-Herald.
Such notice shall contain a statement that the agenda shall be readily available for public inspection at the
administration office of the school during the normal business hours. In addition, the superintendent is
authorized, but not required, to publish the notice of any meeting on the school district’s website, posting in
three prominent places within the school district, or by any other appropriate method designated by the board.

When it is necessary to hold an emergency meeting without reasonable advance public notice, the nature of
the emergency shall be stated in the minutes of the meeting, and any formal action taken in such meeting shall
pertain only to the emergency. Complete minutes of such emergency meetings specifying the nature of the
emergency and any formal action taken at the meeting shall be made available to the public no later than the
end of the next regular business day.

3. Weather Delays

In the event of inclement weather which makes it dangerous or unreasonable for board members or members
of the public to attend a meeting for which notice has already been given, such meeting may be postponed by
the board president. The board will communicate the delay to members of the public by posting it on the
district’s website and by following the same communication protocol that the district follows when student
attendance at school is called off due to inclement weather. When possible, the board president and
superintendent will attempt to communicate the information to local media members and business owners to
assist in notifying the public of the delay. Notice of the date, time, and location of the postponed meeting will
be advertised as required in the “Notice” section above.

4, Minutes
a. The board shall keep minutes of all meetings showing the time, place, members present and
absent, the method(s) and date(s) of the meeting notice, and the substance of all matters
discussed.
b. Any action taken on any question or motion duly moved and seconded shall be by roll call vote

of the board in open session, and the record shall state how each member voted, or if the
member was absent or not voting.
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c. The minutes of all meetings and evidence and documentation received or disclosed in open
session shall be public record and may be published on the school district's website.

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Budget Policy #3001

The board of education shall adopt a budget each year to support the school district’s programs and services
for the ensuing fiscal year. The superintendent of schools shall be responsible for developing the budget subject
to the direction and decisions of the board. The budget document shall be under continuous development,
based upon the requirements of the adopted educational program.

Proposed Budget. The superintendent shall prepare the proposed budget in accordance with board policies
and goals, state statutes, and regulations. As the district’s spending plan, the budget will be based on up-to-
date revenue estimates, and will reflect the assessed needs and programs approved by the board.

Budget Hearing Notice. Notice of place and time of the hearing, together with a summary of the proposed
budget statement, must be published at least four calendar days prior to the date set for hearing in a newspaper
of general circulation within the school district. The four calendar days shall include the day of publication but
not the day of hearing.

Budget Hearing. The board must conduct a hearing prior to adopting the budget. The hearing must be held
separately from any regularly scheduled meeting and may not be limited by time. The board must make a
presentation outlining key provisions of the proposed budget statement, including, but not limited to, a
comparison with the prior year's budget. Any member of the public desiring to speak on the proposed budget
statement shall be allowed to address the board at the hearing and must be given a reasonable amount of time
to do so. Five minutes shall generally be considered a reasonable amount of time.

Budget Hearing Documents. The board must make at least three copies of the proposed budget statement and
at least one copy of all other reproducible written material to be discussed at the hearing available to the public
at the hearing.

Budget Adoption. After the budget hearing, the proposed budget statement shall be adopted or amended and
adopted as amended. If the adopted budget statement reflects a change from that shown in the published
proposed budget statement, a summary of the changes (including the items changed and the

reasons for such changes) must be published in a newspaper of general circulation within the school district
within twenty calendar days after its adoption without further hearing.

Certification and Filing. The amount to be received from personal and real property taxation shall be certified
to the appropriate levying board as provided by law. The budget shall also be filed with the state auditor.

Purchase Authorization. Except for bids required under the section "Bid Letting and Contracts,” the board’s
adoption of the budget shall authorize the purchases without further board action.

Monthly Report. At each monthly board meeting, the superintendent will provide a report on the current status
of the major sections of the budget.

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Fiscal Management for Purchasing & Procurement Using Federal Funds Policy #3009

I. Applicability of Policy

This policy applies only to non-construction related purchases undertaken with federal funds which are
subject to the federal Uniform Grant Guidance (UGG) and other applicable federal law, including but not
limited to the Education Department and General Administration Regulations (EDGAR) and the United States
Department of Agriculture (USDA) regulations governing school food service programs. In the event this
policy conflicts or is otherwise inconsistent with mandatory provisions of the UGG, EDGAR or other applicable
federal law, the mandatory provisions of the laws shall control.

All other non-construction purchases will be governed by the Board’s general purchasing policy, which can be
found earlier in this subsection. In the event of a conflict between state and federal law, the more stringent
requirement shall apply.

This procurement policy shall govern all purchasing activities that relate to any aspect of the National School
Lunch and Breakfast Programs. The district’s goal is to fully implement all required procurement rules,
regulations and policies set forth in 2 CFR 200, 7 CFR parts 210, 3016 and 3019, and by the Nebraska
Department of Education.

Il. Procurement System
The District maintains the following purchasing procedures.

A. Responsibility for Purchasing

The authority to make purchases shall be governed by the District’s purchasing policy, which can be
found elsewhere in this section. Except as otherwise provided in the District’s purchasing policy, the
acquisition of services, equipment, and supplies shall be centralized in the administration office under
the supervision of the superintendent of schools, who shall be responsible for developing and
administering the purchasing program of the school district. Purchases or commitments of district
funds that are not authorized by this policy will be the responsibility of the person making the
commitment.

B. Methods of Purchasing
The type of purchase procedures required depends on the cost of the item(s) being purchased.

1. Purchases up to $10,000 (Micro-Purchases)

Micro-purchase means a purchase of supplies or services using simplified acquisition
procedures, the annual aggregate amount of which does not exceed $10,000. Micro-purchases
may be made or awarded without soliciting competitive quotations, to the extent district staff
determine that the cost of the purchase is reasonable. For purposes of this policy “reasonable”
means the purchase is comparable to market prices for the geographic area.

To the extent practicable, the District distributes micro-purchases equitably among qualified

suppliers. The District will follow its standard policy on purchasing, which can be found earlier
in this subsection.
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2. Purchases between $10,000 and $250,000 (Small Purchase Procedures)

Small purchases are purchases that, in the aggregate amount, is more than $10,000 and less
than $250,000 annually. For small purchases, price or rate quotes shall be obtained in advance
from a reasonable number of qualified sources as detailed in the district’s standard policies on
purchasing and on bid letting and contracts, which can be found earlier in this subsection.

3. Purchases Over $250,000

a) Sealed Bids (Formal Advertising)

For purchases over $250,000, the district will generally follow the bidding process
outlined in the board’s policy on Bidding for Construction, Remodeling, Repair or Site
Improvement.

b) Contract/Price Analysis

The District performs a cost or price analysis in connection with every procurement
action in excess of $250,000, including contract modifications. The district will make an
independent estimate of costs prior to receiving bids or proposals.

4. Noncompetitive Proposals (Sole Sourcing)
a) Procurement by noncompetitive proposals is procurement through solicitation of
a proposal from only one source and may be used only when one or more of the
following circumstances apply:

1) The item is available only from a single source;

2) The public exigency or emergency for the requirement will not permit a delay
resulting from competitive solicitation;

3) The federal awarding agency or pass-through entity expressly authorizes
noncompetitive proposals in response to a written request from the District;
or

4) After solicitation of a number of sources, competition is determined
inadequate.

b) Noncompetitive proposals may only be solicited with the approval of the
superintendent or the board. Sufficient and appropriate documentation that justifies
the sole sourcing decision must be maintained by the superintendent or designee.

c) A cost or price analysis will be performed for noncompetitive proposals when the
price exceeds $250,000.

C. Use of Purchase (Debit & Credit) Cards

District use of purchase cards is subject to the policy on purchase cards which can be found elsewhere
in this subsection.

D. Federal Procurement System Standards

The district’s procurement transactions will be conducted in a manner providing full and open

competition consistent with 2 C.F.R §200.319.

The District will maintain and follow general procurement standards consistent with 2 C.F.R. §200.318.
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E. Debarment and Suspension

The District awards contracts only to responsible contractors possessing the ability to perform
successfully under the terms and conditions of a proposed procurement. Consideration will be given
to such matters as contractor integrity, compliance with public policy, record of past performance, and
financial and technical resources.

The District may not subcontract with or award subgrants to any person or company who is debarred
or suspended. For all contracts over $25,000 the District verifies that the vendor with whom the
District intends to do business with is not excluded or disqualified. 2 C.F.R. Part 200, Appendix II(1) and
2 C.F.R. §§ 180.220 and 180.300.

The District will verify debarment or suspension by revising the excluded parties list on SAM.gov,
collecting a certification through the bidding process, and/or by including a debarment and suspension
provision in the bid and contract documents. The Superintendent or his/her designee shall be
responsible for such verification.

F. Settlements of Issues Arising Out of Procurements

The District alone is responsible, in accordance with good administrative practice and sound business
judgment, for the settlement of all contractual and administrative issues arising out of procurements.
These issues include, but are not limited to, source evaluation, protests, disputes, and claims. These
standards do not relieve the District of any contractual responsibilities under its contracts. Violations
of law will be referred to the local, state, or federal authority having proper jurisdiction.

lll. Conflict of Interest and Code of Conduct

A. Board and staff member conflicts of interest are governed by the district’s conflict of interest
policies.

B. Purchases covered by this policy are subject to the following additional provisions.

1. Employees, officers, and agents engaged in the selection, award, and/or administration of
district contracts which are prohibited from engaging in such actions if a real or apparent
conflict of interest is present.

2. Such a conflict of interest would arise when the employee, officer, or agent, any member of
his or her immediate family, his or her partner, or an organization which employs or is about
to employ any of the parties indicated herein, has a financial or other interest in or a tangible
personal benefit from a firm considered for a contract.

3. The board may determine at its discretion that a financial interest is not substantial enough
to give rise to a conflict of interest.

C. Favors and Gifts

The officers, employees, and agents of the District may neither solicit nor accept gratuities, favors, or
anything of monetary value from contractors or parties to subcontracts, except that this provision does
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not prohibit the receipt of unsolicited items of nominal value. For purposes of this policy, “nominal
value” means a fair market value of $25 or less.

D. Enforcement

Disciplinary Actions including, but not limited to, counseling, oral reprimand, written reprimand,
suspensions without pay, or termination of employment, will be applied for violations of such
standards by officers, employees, or agents of the District.

IV. Property Management Systems
A. Property Classifications

1. Equipment means tangible personal property (including information technology systems)
having a useful life of more than one year and a per-unit acquisition cost which equals or
exceeds the lesser of the capitalization level established by the District for financial statement
purposes, or $5,000.

2. Supplies means all tangible personal property other than those described in §200.33
Equipment. A computing device is a supply if the acquisition cost is less than the lesser of the
capitalization level established by the District for financial statement purposes or $5,000,
regardless of the length of its useful life. 2 C.F.R. §200.94.

3. Computing Devices means machines used to acquire, store, analyze, process, and publish
data and other information electronically, including accessories (or “peripherals”) for
printing, transmitting and receiving, or storing electronic information. 2 C.F.R. §200.20.

4. Capital Assets means tangible or intangible assets used in operations having a useful life of
more than one year which are capitalized in accordance with GAAP. Capital assets include:

a) Land, buildings (facilities), equipment, and intellectual property (including software)
whether acquired by purchase, construction, manufacture, lease-purchase, exchange,
or through capital leases; and

b) Additions, improvements, modifications, replacements, rearrangements,
reinstallations, renovations or alterations to capital assets that materially increase
their value or useful life (not ordinary repairs and maintenance). 2 C.F.R. §200.12.

B. Inventory Procedure
Newly purchased property shall be received and inspected by the staff member who ordered it to
ensure that that it matches the purchase order, invoice, or contract and that it is in acceptable

condition.

Equipment, Computing Devices, and Capital Assets must be tagged with an identification number,
manufacturer, model, name of individual who tagged the item, and date tagged).

Acquisition date and cost of the property;
Percentage of federal participation in the project costs for the federal award under which the
property was acquired;
10. Location, use and condition of the property; and
11. Any ultimate disposition data including the date of disposal and sale price of the property.

WO NOULAEWN

The inventory list shall be adjusted by the superintendent of schools or his/her designee for property
that is sold, lost, stolen, cannot be repaired, or that cannot be located.

D. Physical Inventory

1. A physical inventory of the property must be taken and the results reconciled with the
property records at least once every two years.

2. The Superintendent or his/her designee will ensure that the physical inventory is performed.
The physical inventory will generally occur during the months of June or July, but may be
conducted during other time periods with the approval of the superintendent.

E. Maintenance

In accordance with 2 C.F.R. 313(d)(4), the District maintains adequate maintenance procedures to
ensure that property is kept in good condition.

F. Lost or Stolen Items

The District maintains a control system that ensures adequate safeguards are in place to prevent loss,
damage, or theft of the property.

G. Use of Equipment

Equipment must be used in the program or project for which it was acquired as long as needed,
whether or not the project or program continues to be supported by the federal award, and the
District will not encumber the property for any non-federal program use without prior approval of the
federal awarding agency and the pass-through entity.

H. Disposal of Equipment

When it is determined that original or replacement equipment acquired under a federal award is no
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longer needed for the original project or program or for other activities currently or previously
supported by a federal awarding agency, the Superintendent or his/her designee will contact the
awarding agency (or pass-through for a state-administered grant) for disposition instructions.

If the item has a current FMV of $5,000 or less, it may be retained, sold, or otherwise disposed of with
no further obligation to the federal awarding agency.

V. Other Contract Matters.

A. Required Terms

The non-Federal entity's contracts must contain the applicable provisions required by section 200.326
and described in Appendix Il to Part 200—Contract Provisions for non-Federal Entity Contracts Under
Federal Awards.

B. Contracting with Certain Vendors

Pursuant to the standards contained in 2 C.F.R. § 200.321, the District will take all necessary
affirmative steps to assure that minority businesses, women's business enterprises, and labor surplus
area firms are used when possible consistent with state law.

To the maximum extent practicable, the school food program shall purchase domestic commodities or
products produced in US or processed in US substantially using agricultural commodities produced in
uUs.

C. Record Keeping
1. Record Retention

a) The District maintains all records that fully show (1) the amount of funds under the
grant or subgrant; (2) how the subgrantee uses those funds; (3) the total cost of each
project; (4) the share of the total cost of each project provided from other sources;
(5) other records to facilitate an effective audit; and (6) other records to show
compliance with federal program requirements. 34 C.F.R. §§ 76.730-.731 and §§
75.730-.731. The District also maintains records of significant project experiences and
results. 34 C.F.R. § 75.732. These records and accounts must be retained and made
available for programmatic or financial audit.

b) The U.S. Department of Education is authorized to recover any federal funds misspent
within 5 years before the receipt of a program determination letter. 34 C.F.R. §
81.31(c). Schedule 10 (Local School Districts) and Schedule 24 (Local Agencies General
Records) of the Nebraska Records Management Division as approved by the Nebraska
Secretary of State/State Records Administrator requires the District to maintain
records regarding federal awards for a minimum of six (6) years. Consequently, the
District shall retain records for a minimum of six (6) years from the date on which the
final Financial Status Report is submitted, unless otherwise notified in writing to
extend the retention period by the awarding agency, cognizant agency for audit,
oversight agency for audit, or cognizant agency for indirect costs. However, if any
litigation, claim, or audit is started before the expiration of the record retention
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period, the records will be retained until all litigation, claims, or audit findings
involving the records have been resolved and final action taken. 2 C.F.R. § 200.333.

c) Records will be destroyed in compliance with Schedule 10, Schedule 24, and State law.
This includes the completion of a Records Disposition Report.

2. Maintenance of Procurement Records

a) The District must maintain records sufficient to detail the history of all procurements.
These records will include, but are not necessarily limited to the following: rationale
for the method of procurement, selection of contract type, contractor selection or
rejection, the basis for the contract price (including a cost or price analysis), and
verification that the contractor is not suspended or debarred.

b) Retention of procurement records shall be in accordance with applicable law and
Board policy.

D. Privacy

The District has protections in place to ensure that the personal information of both students and
employees is protected. These include the use of passwords that are changed on a regular basis; staff
training on the requirements of the Family Educational Rights and Privacy Act (FERPA) and State
confidentiality requirements; and training on identifying whether an individual requesting access to
records has the right to the documentation.

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Parental Involvement in the Educational Program Policy #5400

The school district recognizes the importance of parental and guardian involvement in the education of their
children. The school district will take the following steps to ensure that the rights of parents and guardians to
participate in the education of their children are preserved.

1. Parents/Guardians will be provided access, as described in district procedures, to district-approved
textbooks and other curricular materials and tests used in the district upon request.

a. A parental request to review specific approved textbooks and other district- or building-approved
curricular materials (written, visual, and audio) should be made to the principal of the building
where the textbooks and curriculum materials are used.

b. Parents may check out textbooks and may review curricular materials such as video and audio
recordings within a time frame determined by the building principal to prevent disruption of the
instructional process.

C. A parental request to review specific standardized and criterion- referenced tests used in the
district should be made in writing to the building principal. Copies of the most recent tests used
in the district will be available for parent review. Parents wishing to review statewide
assessments will be provided with sample questions and a copy of a practice test, but will not be
provided with copies of the actual assessment due to testing security. In the case of other secure
tests such as the ACT, parents must contact the publisher to obtain copies of the test.

2. Parents/Guardians will be permitted, within district procedures, to attend and observe courses,
assemblies, counseling sessions, and other instructional activities.

a. Parents/guardians are invited to make appointments with the building principal to visit classes,
assemblies and other instructional activities. The principal shall give permission after
determining that parental/guardian observation would not disrupt the activity. Observations
that last more than 60 minutes or occur on consecutive days are typically disruptive and will not
be permitted absent unusual circumstances, in the sole discretion of the building principal.

b. Parents/guardians may contact the building principal to request permission to attend counseling
sessions in which their child is involved.

3. Parents/guardians will be permitted, within district procedures, to ask that their children be excused
from school experiences that parents find objectionable.

a. Building principals may excuse a student from any single school experience at the parent's
written request.

b. When appropriate, alternative experiences will be provided for the student by the school.

4, Parents/guardians will be informed through the student handbook and district policies of the manner
that the district will provide access to records of students.
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5. Parents/guardians will be informed of the standardized and criterion-referenced district testing
program. Parents may request additional information from the building principal.

6. Parents/guardians will be informed of the circumstances under which they may opt-out of state and
federal assessments.

a. In accordance with federal law, at the beginning of the school year, the District shall provide
notice of the right to request a copy of this policy to parents/guardians of students attending
schools receiving Title | funds. The District will provide a copy of this policy to a requesting parent
in a timely manner.

b. State Assessments

State and federal law simultaneously require students to take state assessments, with few
exceptions, but also permit parents or guardians to request to opt their students out of these
assessments. Approval of opt out requests is contrary to the mandatory testing laws, so the
District cannot “approve” the request. Parents who do not present their child for testing will
result in the child receiving the lowest score possible on the assessment.

C. National Assessment of Educational Progress

As a condition of receiving federal funds, the District participates in the National Assessment of
Educational Progress (NAEP). To help ensure that the District has a representative sample of
students taking the NAEP, which will allow the District to assess the quality and effectiveness of
its programming on a national level, the District strongly encourages all eligible students to
participate. However, student participation in NAEP is voluntary.

The District shall provide parents/guardians of eligible students with reasonable notice prior to
the exam being administered. Parents/guardians wishing to opt their students out of the NAEP
assessment must notify the district in writing at least three days prior to the exam date to ensure
that the District can coordinate supervision and alternative activities for students who have
opted out.

7. Parents/guardians will be notified of their right to remove their children from surveys prior to district
participation in surveys.

a. The principal must approve all surveys intended to gather information from students before they
are administered to students.

b. Students’ participation in surveys is voluntary. Parents/guardians may restrict their child from
participating in any survey.
