We will obtain an understanding of the government and its environment, including internal control relevant to the
audit, sufficient to identify and assess the risks of material misstatements of the financial statements, whether due
to error or fraud, and to design and perform audit procedures responsive to those risks and obtain evidence that is

sufficient and appropriate to provide a basis for our opinions. The risk of not detecting a material misstatement
resulting from fraud is higher than for one resulting from error, as fraud may involve collusion, forgery, intentional
omissions, misrepresentation, or the override of internal control. Tests of controls may be performed to test the
effectiveness of certain controls that we consider relevant to preventing and detecting errors and fraud that are
material to the financial statements and to preventing and detecting misstatements resulting from illegal acts and
other noncompliance matters that have a direct and material effect on the financial statements.

This Fiber Services Agreement ("Agreement") is made on 21412026,10:47 AM by and between Cable ONE, lnc. ("Sparklight")
located at 210 East Earll Drive, Phoenix, AZ 85012 and Duncan ISD("Subscriber"), located at , , , .

THE PARTIES AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

SECTION 1: DATA SERVICES
During the term of this Agreement, Sparklight shall provide fiber optic Ethernet Private Line service ("Data Service") to the
locations set forth in the Fiber Services Agreement and fully described therein. ln addition to the Data Services, Subscriber
may choose to purchase optional Managed Service as further described in Section 2. Subscriber warrants that it has accurately
indicated to Sparklight whether the Data Service traffic will be used for more than 10% interstate traffic in which case Federal
USF will apply or 10% or less jn which case State USF may apply. Subscriber agrees that this service is in addition to any
existing services subscribed to by Subscriber.
